PROJECT BACKGROUND

* Scientists have been investigating
Arctic sea ice patterns and processes for
the past 50 years, but they have rarely
consulted Inuit community members to
learn the Inuit Qaujimajatuqangit (1Q)
of sea ice and marine environments.

* This project recognizes that IQ (Inuit
knowledge) is valuable expertise and a
perspective  that has much to
contribute to sea ice and climate
science.

i) better understand the meaning of sea
ice to Inuit culture and identity;

i1) better comprehend the traditional and
contemporary ~ ways  that  Inuit
characterize sea ice variability;

analyzing, and using 1Q and scientific
knowledge  within a  common
framework; and,

1v) establish future collaborative
research/monitoring needs based
upon the issues of greatest concern or
priority to Nunavut communities.

= Determine the best ways for Inuit

voices to be heard, and included, in
assessments of community
vulnerability and/or adaptation to
potential changes in marine and sea ice
environments.
